Library Director Linda Kenton supported the commission with the Zoom meeting and shared the following:
The library added additional hours starting last week. The Night of the Poets is back after two years starting next week. There will be a celebration on the plaza at 10am on 4/30 to celebrate Día de los Niño’s.

Financial Report: Carol reported a balance of $21,404.15 in the Historical Society account.

Discussion Items/Unfinished Business:
1. Hallway Displays and Street Pole Banners: Andrea’s Wizard of Oz collection was installed in the cases. It looks great! There was a suggestion to have the Historical Commission feature banners advertising the museum on the street poles. The cost is about $2000 for 20 poles. It was suggested that the Museum could share poles with the Library. Judy will check to see if the Town can provide some funding for this.
2. Collections / Database/ Acquisitions/ Research Projects:
Judy purchased a Leonhart’s Level on eBay, like one already in the collection, but the new level has the original packaging.
A small envelope of photos from the 1982 flood were donated to the museum.
Judy found an image of the original Coppa’s Villa formerly located where the current El Paseo apartments currently are.
3. Walking Tours: Dick led Tom’s hiking group on a walk last month. He also hosted the April walking tour that had 22 participants. Our new youth commissioner Stella Cico attended and helped Dick.
4. Downtown Photoshoot: Eileen has completed her photo shoot and Judy will follow up with Dave.
5. Disaster Preparedness Plan: Judy is continuing to work on files and sorting.
6. Bike Tour Update: Alan and the Marin Bike Coalition organizer connected and have plans to start at the bike museum in Fairfax, meet Dick downtown and then ride to the Seminary for an additional tour. Possible date of Saturday June 4th.
7. PastPerfect Web Edition evaluation: The topic was moved to next month to allow time for additional information to be gathered.
8. Historical Society Program 2022: Alan reported that he had spoken with Brad Rippe, and Brad is proposing a talk on local floods. Commissioners agreed the topic is appealing.
9. Commission Preferred Meeting Format Discussion: After discussion, the Commissioners agreed that the May and future meetings will be a hybrid. 
10. Youth Commissioner interview process: Judy and Dick interviewed Stella Cico and there was motion and vote to confirm her to be our Youth Commissioner. (Sousa/Cascio)
